The reason for the order is to maintain pedestrian and cycle safety during the installation of the bridge deck on the new bridge being constructed adjacent to Parkway in connection with the Metrolink extension works. 
The alternative route for pedestrians and cyclists is via Barton Square, Phoenix Way, Barton Dock Road and the footway/cycleway to the east of Parkway that links onto the southern side of Bridgewater Canal.
